ARTICLE 3
DIRECTORS

SECTION 1. NUMBER

The clrporation shall have lyqdirectors and collectively they shall b6 known as the Board of Directors.
The number may be changed by amendment of this Bylaw, 6r by rep€al of ihis Bylaw and adoption of a
new Bylaw, as providod in these Bylaws.

SECTION 2. POWERS

subjecl to the provlsions of the catifomia Nonprofit public Benefit corporarion law and any limitalions in
the,Anicles of Incorporation and Bylaws relating Io action requlrEd or permitted to b€ taken or approved
by thg memb€rs, if any, of lhis corporation, ths activities and atfairs of this corporation shall be
conducted and all corporat€ powers shall b€ exercised by or undgr the directi;n of ihe Board of
Dhectors.

SECTION 3. DUTIES

It shali be thg duty of the directors to:

(a) Perform any and all duties imposed on them collectively or individually by taw, by the Articles of
Incorporation of this corporation, or by these Bylaws;

(b) Appoint and remove, employ and discharge, and, except as otherwise provided in these Bylaws,
prescribe lhe duties and fix the clmpensation, if any, of all officers, agents and employees of tire
corcoratlon:

(c) Supervise atl otficers, agents and employees of the corporation lo assure that thek duties are
performed properly;

(d) Meei at such times and places as required by these Bylaws:
